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German explorations. An analysis of shape and colour.

Five Gallery dedicates a series of exhibitions to German contemporary art, from February 9 to June 23, 2017.

First exhibition:

Maria Wallenstål-Schoenberg. When Colour Becomes Thought and Excites.

LUGANO, January 18,  2017.  Five Gallery starts the new year setting the course Northward, with a series of exhibitions dedicated to the German art scene today. From February 9 to June 23, Lore Bert, Maria Wallenstål-Schoenberg, Ivo Ringe, Claudia Desgranges, Herbert Mehler, Sonja Edle von Hoeβle and Cecilia Vissers  will be protagonists of the exhibition space on the fourth floor of Via Canova 7.

The three exhibits are the result of a year spent researching, visiting the main art fairs and various museums,   

establishing a dense network of collaborations: from Cologne to Munich, from Mainz to Würzburg, exploring the entire German contemporary geo-cultural framework. Seven artists, selected by the Artistic Director, Professor Andrea B. Del Guercio, who draw freely from the Concrete Art vocabulary and are bound by their common interest  in the analytical processes of shape and colour.

Joining Lore Bert’s work – on display in the gallery, since last October - Maria Wallenstål-Schoenberg opens the exhibition’s series with bright colour solutions, perceivable in the exhibition "Maria Wallenstål-Schoenberg. When Colour become Thought and Excites ", open from February 10 to March 18, 2017. From the artist's studio, located in former barracks in the city of Munich, where the light enters through a long window allowing the colours to "explode" on the canvas, the artist's works will move to Five Gallery, where visitors have the opportunity to share the polychrome "ode to joy, irony and pleasure, and sometimes enthusiasm" present in the creative process of each individual work.
The “German explorations” offer a chance to discover a representative scrutiny of authors, chosen not only for their individual and specific forms of expression, but also as emblematic figures to identify a panorama in the contemporary art culture. At present, German art is going through a vast internationalisation of its expressive languages; hence, these authors widen the view of this exhibitions series to a European scope.
Maria Wallenstål-Schoenberg was born in Uppsala, Sweden in 1959. She has lived and worked in Munich since 1999. She has been participating in exhibitions and fairs throughout Europe, for more than 10 years. Five Gallery presents her first extensive solo exhibition in Switzerland and will integrate her work in its collection from now on.
